What is the goal of the King Scholar Program?

Our goal is to provide deserving girls with a fair chance to obtain a superior high school education and to be introduced to a wide range of people, ideas and places. We assist young women, who otherwise would be financially unable to attend Sacred Heart Academy.

What can you expect from the King Foundation?
Based upon financial need, you may earn tuition assistance to Sacred Heart Academy. Because the scholarships are need based, rarely does the Foundation provide scholarships paying the entire Sacred Heart Academy tuition. Parents are expected to contribute to their daughter’s education to the full extent their financial situation permits. 

How will the amount of the Scholarship be determined?

In exchange for the opportunity to participate in the King Scholar Program at Sacred Heart Academy, each “King Scholar” agree to the following stipulations throughout the student’s Sacred Heart Academy career. The King Scholar shall:

If the scholarship recipient wishes, she may earn additional work/study hours during the school year.  The remaining work/study commitment will be performed during the summer immediately following the completion of the freshman year. Under no circumstances shall the recipient’s scholarship be renewed unless all 200 work/study hours are completed before the beginning of the student’s junior year.

Work/study hours can be earned by attending certain King Foundation activities, the Summer Enrichment Program and other approved academic enrichment courses;

All King Scholars fully participate in a wide breath of extra curricular school activities. Moreover, on multiple occasions during the year, the King Scholars attend special events. For example, in past years we attended lectures by, and/or personally met with, U.S. Senator Elizabeth Dole, U.S. Senator Kay Bailey Huchison, and Robyn Gerber, a leadership authority and author of the book, Leadership the Eleanor Roosevelt Way. We also attended Actors Theatre, the Kentucky Opera (Cinderella, Madame Butterfly and the Pirates of Penzanze) the Kentucky Authors Forum and a host of other events. 

In order to do these many activities and to fulfill your studying requirements, you will have to change your priorities. (1) Please review all the materials contained within this Application Package, but particularly the “Obligation of King Scholars”. Becoming a King Scholar is a huge commitment by the student, parent(s) and the King Foundation and each must perform certain responsibilities. If your daughter is selected as a King Scholar, what will you do to ensure she fully meets her commitments and is successful?

(2) If selected as a King Scholar, your daughter will be challenged! She will have to work longer and harder than ever before. How are you going to assist her in making this difficult transition? (3) The King Foundation’s “Summer Enrichment Program” will be conducted for 3 weeks this summer, beginning Monday, June 16th to July 3rd.
